lodges shrank, some disappeared and plans were abandoned. As a result, there are

only two lodge websites remaining in B’nai Brith Canada in 2018 (Don Mills/LMOL
has the other one).

Twenty years ago, in 1998, Forestdale Heights Lodge decided to enter the digital
age and create a rudimentary online presence at geocities.com/Area51/Nebula/4768.
That’s quite the tongue twister by today’s standards.

Over time, the site evolved as our expertise progressed. Eventually, we moved
servers and created a unique identity, finally arriving at kolechad.ca.

It's always fun to look back, but before anyone gets too proud of our
accomplishments, | would like everyone to think of where we go from here. Our web
viewing numbers are nothing to celebrate.

In an attempt to boost viewership to our site, we have recently added a number of
news features. Everyone is welcome to tune in and read up-to-date stories from
Jerusalem Post, CBC and Reuters. As well, we have added news widgets from
Noozilla, an independent news aggregation service.
